Champion and Reserve Medallions will be given to the top over-all wine 
entries.
  The competition is open to any commercial or non-commercial winemaker 
21 years or older. Still wines must be bottled in standard 750 ml. wine bottles. 
Closures may be by cork or screw cap. Sparkling wines must be bottled in standard 
750 ml. champagne style bottles with a proper closure secured by wire. Dessert 
wines may be bottled in standard 375 ml. bottles. No bottles or wine will be 
returned.
  Wine made from fruit other than grapes or a fruit/grape blend is considered a fruit 
wine. Wine made from concentrate is acceptable. Wine entered as a varietal shall 
contain at least 75% of that variety. Grape wines may be vinifera, hybrid or native. 
Unknown grape varieties will be judged as fruit wine. Consider dry wine to 
have 2% or less residual sugar. More than 2% residual sugar is a sweet wine.
  No limit of entries per class per exhibitor. Entry fee is $2.00 per bottle.
